March 20, 2026 
1.​ Eligibility 

a.​ Only individuals 18 years of age or older may purchase raffle tickets.

c.​ Raffle ticket purchasers must be physically present in California at the time of purchase. 

2.​ Ticket Sales 
a.​ Tickets are available for purchase in person only; online or out-of-state sales are prohibited. 
b.​ Each ticket costs $5, with a bundle price of 5 for $20. 
c.​ A maximum of 150 tickets will be sold. 

3.​ Drawing 
a.​ The raffle drawing will take place on March 20, 2026, during the Oghlan Bakshi: The Bardic 

Traditions of Turkmenistan concert at the La Jolla Community Center. 
b.​ Ticket holders must be present to win and provide valid contact information. 

4.​ Prizes

ii.​ 3 Night Luxury Hotel Accommodations at Hotel Phoenix, AZ
